There is no doubt that a major feature marking the social culture of North American political
affairs, is that of the heavily entrenched practices of human rights violations. Many of these com-
mon violations have been loosely categorized as ‘Racism’, biases, etc. However, all Citizens of
this free National Government of The United States of America, should be aware of the
‘International Laws’, which have been instituted to address these matters. The United States of
America is an obligated Party to those Human Rights Agreements. The question before us all is,
“Who is who? And where do we, the Natural People, stand on these matters? Are we fulfilling our
responsibility to enforce the Supreme Law for the protections of the Substantive Rights of all the
natural people, etc.”

Each Justice, Judge and Justice of the Peace shall, before entering upon the duties of his
office, take and subscribe an Oath that he will support the Constitution of the United States and
the Constitution of the State Republic to which he or she is a citizen / member; and that he or
she will faithfully and impartially discharge his or her office to the best of his or her ability.

The Oaths of all Judges of the courts, inferior to the superior court, and the Oaths of Jus-
tices of the Peace shall be filed in the Office of the County Recorder; and the Oaths of all other
Ju.stices and Judges shall be filed in the Office of the Secretary of State.

Declaration On The Rights Of Indigenous Peoples

Affirming That Indigenous Peoples Are Equal In Dignity And Rights To All Other People.
While Recognizing The Rights Of Indigenous Peoples To Be Different, To Consider
Themselves Different, And To Be Respected As Such. The following are six (6)
Articles of Part 1:

Part I, Article 4:
Indigenous Peoples Have The Right To Maintain

Part I, Article I:
Indigenous People Have The Right To The Full

And Effective Enjoyment Of All Human Rights
And Fundamental Freedoms Recognized In The
Charter Of The United Nations, The Universal
Declaration Of Human Rights And International
Human Rights Law.

Part I, Article 2:

Indigenous Individuals And Peoples Are Free
And Equal To All Other Individuals And Peoples
In Dignity And Rights, And Have The Right To
Be Free From Any Kind Of Adverse Discrimina-
tion; In Particular That Based On Their Indige-
nous Origin And Identity.

Part I, Article 3:

Indigenous People Have The Right Of Self-
Determination, By Virtues Of That Right, They
Freely Determine Their Political Status And
Freely Pursue Their Economic, Social And Cul-
tural Development.

And Strengthen Their Distinct Political, Eco-
nomic, Social And Cultural Life Of The State.

Part I, Article 5:

Every Indigenous Individual Has The Right To A
Nationality.

Part I, Article 6:

Indigenous People Have The Collective Right To
Live In Freedom, Peace And Security As Distinct
People And To Full Guarantees Against Genocide
Or Any Other Acts Of Violence, Including The
Removal Of Indigenous Children From Their
Families And Communities Under Any Pretext.

ds a Law Enforcement Officer, my fundamental duty is to serve
mankind; to safeguard lives and property; to protect the innocent
against deception, the weak against oppression or intimidation, and
the peaceful against violence or disorder; and to respect the Consti-
tutional rights of all men to liberty, equality and justice.

F will keep my private life unsullied as an example to all, maintain
courageous calm in the face of danger, scorn, or ridicule; develop
self-restraint; and be constantly mindful of the welfare of others.
Honest in thought and deed in both my personal and official life, I
will be exemplary in obeying the laws of the land and the regula-
tions of my department. Whatever I see or hear of a confidential na-
ture, or that is confided to me in my official capacity will be kept
ever secret unless revelation i1s necessary in the performance of my
duty.

3 will never act officiously or permit personal feelings, prejudices,
animosities or friendships to influence my decisions. With no com-
promise for crime and with relentless prosecution of criminals, I
will enforce the law courteously and appropriately without fear or
favor, malice or ill will, never employing unnecessary force or
violence and never accepting gratuities.

J vecognise the badge of my office as a symbol of public faith, and I
accept it as a public trust to be held so long as I am true to the eth-
ics of the police service. I will constantly strive to achieve these
objectives and ideals, dedicating myself before God, to my chosen
profession . . . law enforcement.
